while a further 430 report 

ancestral origins in 

Colombia.  

Less than 1% of  

WDG residents 

reported African  

origins with the most 

common ancestral 

countries of origin 

identified as Ghana, 

Egypt, and South 

Africa. 

Across WDG, 600  

individuals 

identified Oceania 

origins with more 

than half of those 

individuals reporting 

ancestral ties to

This report presents the ethnic diversity and religion data collected during the 2011 National Household Survey (NHS) 

for Wellington, Dufferin and Guelph (WDG). In 2011, approximately 9% of individuals in WDG identified as a visible 

minority. Christianity was the most commonly reported religious affiliation among residents of WDG with 177,595 people 

identifying as Christian.
