
 

 

This report summarizes housing and shelter data collected during the 2011 National Household Survey for Wellington, 

Dufferin, and Guelph (WDG). In 2011, there were 99,145 occupied private dwellings in WDG; 76,915 (77.6%) of those 

dwellings were owned while 22,230 (22.4%) were rented. Overall, 7.2% of dwellings in WDG were constructed between
