1. Introductions

2. Update on NHS orders

· Profiles

· Census Profiles are available free of charge at all standard geographies.

· We've ordered NHS Profiles with all data regardless of GNR at the CD/CSD/DA, and CMA/CA/CT geographies.

· We're in the process of pricing/ordering NHS Profiles at the FSA and designated place geographies.

· We're in the process of pricing/ordering NHS and Census Profiles by place of work at the CD/CSD/DA, and CMA/CA/CT geographies. Because most members are part of a place of work consortium, e.g. RISWG, we aren't planning to spend much money on place of work data.

· Target group profiles

· We ordered 6 target group profiles in February, and they should arrive within a week or two. Each TGP will include a Census table and an NHS table. The first 6 target groups are: 
· Francophones
· Population with activity difficulties

· Aboriginal identity population

· Recent immigrants
· All immigrants

· Low income population based on LIM-AT
· We are in the process of pricing/ordering an additional 8 TGPs. We expect them to arrive early summer (TBC). The second batch of target groups are:

· Female lone parents (should this be all lone-parents?)

· Population 65 years and over

· Visible minority population

· Low income population based on LICO-AT

· Low income population based on LICO-BT

· Low income population based on MBM

· Population living in subsidized housing (subject to further discussion)

· Population 0-17 years (subject to further discussion)
· Topic-based tabulations

· We've gathered feedback from CDP members and adjusted the points system to reflect this.

· We've initiated pricing on several of the tables and will basically start ordering as soon as we can, starting from the high-rated to the low-rated. If we have money left over from our NHS budget, then we'll start ordering the tables rated below 6 points.

· We will order all TBTs at the smallest possible geographies given their cell count. This will include CMA, CA, CT, CD, CSD, and in many cases DA.

· Feedback w/r to this order is welcome on an ongoing basis.
· Urban Poverty Project
· There are 28 UPP tables (12 tables, several with sub-tables, e.g. 2A, 2B, 2C, 2D). Half of the tables are priced. Any table that has a high cell count (resulting in multiple IVT splits) we will have to not order at the DA level. This is for two reasons:

1. Tables with multiple splits are more costly—upward of thousands of dollars each, rather than hundreds.

2. Tables with multiple splits lead to data with lots of zero values, which combined with NHS non-response issues, make it impractical to order.
· We are asking for UPP data with all low income thresholds: LIM-AT, LIM-BT, LICO-AT, LICO-BT, and MBM.

· Custom geographies
· Ontario is done. Saint John, NB, is almost done. Western communities are hitting some snags, but these appear to be under control.
· If certain boundaries drag on, we may opt to order Census and NHS Profile tables at the custom geographies that are currently ready, then order the rest when they're done. 

· Our current budget for data at custom geographies is $14,000. The tables we have agreed to order already at custom geographies (based on multiple requests and high demand generally) include:
· NHS and Census Profiles

· Census tabulation with single years of age and the age ranges in UPP Table 1.

· UPP Table 1

· Target group profile of the Aboriginal population
· This leaves us with roughly $10,000 to spend on data at custom geographies.
