Received LFS characteristics for visible minority/non-visible minority populations — August 2020 by
province/region

Background (from previous meeting’s notes):

To ensure that the full scope of the labour market disruption is captured, supplementary
indicators were also featured, including measures of the number of Canadians who kept their
job but worked reduced hours, and the number who did not look for work because of the
unique circumstances associated with the shutdown.

Looking into monthly data, but will most likely receive CMA and ER level data for moving 3-
month averages.

Canadian Housing Survey

Still waiting to hear back on the feasibility of acquiring the Profile equivalent from the CHS. We will be
acquiring these variables at the CD and CSD levels in about 2 or 3 weeks (expect a fair bit of
suppression):

e Access to childcare (NES_Q15A)

e Access to medical services (NES_Q15D)

e Access to grocery stores (NES_Q15H)

e VOL_QOS - In the past 12 months, did you do unpaid volunteer work for any organization?

e VOL_Q10 - In the past 12 months, on average, about how many hours per month did you volunteer?
e DWS_Q10I - Being able to maintain a comfortable temperature in the winter

e DWS_Q10J - Being able to maintain a comfortable temperature in the summer

e DWS_QI0H - Being energy efficient

The CHS database is held in G-tab and there is little capacity for producing custom requests or cross-
tabulating.

Insolvency data — Office of the Superintendent of Bankruptcy Canada

Requested CD- and CSD-level insolvency data from the Office of the Superintendent of Bankruptcy
Canada: not possible.

Requested more information on the above request and if acquiring insolvency data at the 6-digit postal
code level is possible.

Modelling / Small Area Estimation project

STC has agreed to produce estimates of average household liquid assets at the Census Division level at
no charge to the CDP. If we find that the final result is of interest to our members, we can request
Census Subdivision level data on a cost recovery basis. The CD-level estimates and the process of
producing them should give a better idea of the value of CSD-level estimates (how much it would cost to
produce them, how much suppression can be expected).

Canadian Employer-Employee Dynamics Database

Statistics Canada provided us with this presentation of the Canadian Employer-Employee Dynamics
Database. It is a Census of all businesses in Canada, matched to all employees. Previously the indicators
were matched at the PR/ER level, but using postal code, can build indicators at smaller levels of
geography. There is a delay of 2-3 years (similar to T1FF data).

ACTION ITEM: Working Group members and the CDP team will follow up on the possibility of acquiring
products from this data source.
